


	 Year 1 Summer A Theme – Caring Communities 

This half term the pupils will be exploring the theme ‘Caring Communities’, learning about how we look after ourselves, each other and the place we live in. This will build on their knowledge of adventure and exploration from the previous half term, with more of a focus on the people and actions that create positive and safe environments. 

We will focus on four key topics:
· On an Adventure- Pupils will develop personal and social skills through exploration and movement, focusing on visiting areas in the local community, imaginative and role-play. They will observe their environment and identify essential items required for an adventure. 
· Helpers and Heroes- Pupils will be exploring the wider community, focusing on the network of support and the impact that both individuals and groups have on society. They will be learning about the roles and responsibilities of emergency services and their personal qualities. 
· Safe Explorers- Pupils will focus on building independence and practical life skills for navigating the wider world responsibly and safely. Pupils will participate in journey planning, understanding signs and symbols in the community (e.g. road signs & emergency signs) and hands-on activities to understand risks and personal safety. 
· Positive Impact- Pupils will develop a practical understanding of their rights and responsibilities. Through hands-on activities such as sharing opinions in a mock council or group meetings as well as contributing to decision making by participating in school or local surveys.

	Core Subjects

	Maths-
Calculating- Subtraction

Bulb- To hear mathematical language related to subtraction and begin to visually make comparisons of quantities.

Branch- To explore, use and apply mathematical language related to subtraction to apply the concepts accurately to functional contexts.

Blossom- To use mathematical
 language related to subtraction in functional contexts and apply an abstract understanding of subtraction to solve problems.
	English
Language Comprehension- Vocabulary

Bulb- To understand that objects have names and to identify frequently used nouns and verbs. 

Branch- To combine known vocabulary to construct two/three-part statements and generalises this vocabulary to new images and scenarios. 

Blossom- To identify synonyms and antonyms and begin to decipher deeper meanings of words (similes, metaphors and figures of speech) 


Reading Comprehension- Prediction 
Bulb- To listen and show awareness of songs, rhymes and stories.  

Branch- To predict and discuss story events by sequencing images, suggesting possible endings, and consider potential content from images on a cover. 

Blossom- To ask questions and discuss possible next events or consequences and recognise the impact of text in different tenses when making a prediction. 
	Science – 
Plants 

Bulb- To identify and label parts of trees and plants.

Branch- To label parts of a flower, identify the stages of a plant growing, and say what a plant needs to survive.

Blossom- To identify, name and compare a variety of wild/garden plants in different environments. 
 

	
	
	PSHE – Accessing the Community 
(potential units, selected on a pupil-by-pupil basis)

Bulb- Respond to activities about how trusted adults and pets are cared for, and show awareness of simple school rules through actions or choices.

Branch- To identify and explain rules that keep people, animals, and our environment safe, and show how to care for our school and home surroundings.

Blossom- To explain how rules, routines, and individual actions help keep people, animals, and the environment safe, and describe the consequences of not caring for shared spaces or ignoring rules and laws.

Art/ Crafts – Pupils will explore the theme of ‘Caring Communities’ through hands-on experiences, using painting activities, collages and creating their own garden from materials collected on nature walks. These activities will help build and strengthen their understanding across all subjects.

Humanities- History (Me and My World)
· Pupils can create a poster of their community, including pictures/artwork of local helpers/heroes, plants, animals, and how they take care of it. 
· Pupils can create ‘my family and me’ collage including photos and key words. 
· Pupils can participate in community walks where they can identify common plants, animals, community helpers, and safety signs and symbols.
