


	 Year 1 Summer B Theme- Colourful Lives 

This half term pupils will be exploring the theme ‘Colourful Lives’, which explores the many ways people celebrate, recognise diversity, and understand the importance of special events. Students will engage in activities designed to aid understanding, respect, and enjoyment of different cultures, traditions, and experiences.
We will focus on four key topics:
· What I Celebrate- Pupils will explore personal celebrations and special events in their own lives. They will share moments and experiences that are important to them, such as birthdays and family traditions.

· Celebrations Around the World- Pupils will learn about festivals and celebrations from different countries and cultures, comparing similarities and differences. Through hands-on activities, stories, and discussions, children will develop an understanding for traditions around the world and explore how communities mark important occasions.

· Diversity and Difference- Pupils will investigate diversity within their communities and the wider society, recognising how people’s experiences, beliefs and cultures can differ. Activities they will engage in will encourage discussion about respect and inclusion. 

· Why We Celebrate- Pupils will explore why people celebrate, including history, culture and the meaning behind celebrations. They will discuss how celebrations show shared beliefs and values in communities.

Bulb- To recognise and identify where text is located on a page and tolerate prompts to follow along texts with their finger.

Branch- To understand and follow text in books, including reading from left to right, and to recognise the parts and components of writing. 

Blossom- To understand how punctuation affects how a text is read, to recognise and compare fiction and non-fiction texts and identify their key features. 

Reading Comprehension- Vocabulary 

Bulb- To understand single words in context and identify objects/images that are relevant to a story. 

Branch- To recognise and match words to images or objects, using known vocabulary to label pictures and respond to signs and symbols in their environment. 
Blossom- To use and develop vocabulary by applying words in new contexts, matching pictures to short sentences and asks questions to learn new words. 





	Science – Lifecycles  

Bulb- To engage with sensory activities to learn about lifecycles and understand that baby animals do not always look like adult animals. 

Branch- To identify stages of animal lifecycles, learn baby animal names and observe how animals change as they grow. 

Blossom- To observe how humans and animals change as they grow and describe the reasons for these changes. 




 


	
	
	PSHE – Relationships

Bulb- To recognise and express simple emotions, respond to feelings in themselves and other using pictures, objects or actions. 

Branch- To identify a trusted adult for support, understand how feelings can be hurt and use simple strategies to resolve disagreements. 
Blossom- To understand what bullying is, knows that it is unacceptable and can describe ways to respond and seek help for themselves or others.
